Standard Aftercare
Remove bandage in 2 hours; wash hands first with liquid antibacterial soap & water
Wash gently with cool water (do not scrub) with liquid antibacterial soap
Use clean fingertips (not a washcloth or sponge)
Blot dry with a paper towel
Apply a thin layer of Aquaphor or A+D ointment
(Do not apply thickly as it will harbor bacteria)

Wash gently with cool water and reapply Aquaphor or A+D ointment 3-4 times daily
After 5-7 days, apply unscented moisturizer lotion several times a day until healed
Transparent Bandage
· Clean the area and dry thoroughly and ensure the skin is clear of any soap or residue

· (Lotions or ointments are not necessary and will interfere with adhesion)

· Cut the bandage (if necessary) leaving at least 1 inch of bandage to be in contact with the undamaged skin (more for highly mobile areas)

· Peel off the paper backing

· Gently apply the bandage using light pressure.  Do not stretch the bandage while applying

· Remove the plastic backing leaving only the bandage on the skin

· The first piece should stay on for 8-24 hours, depending on how much the area weeps.  It is normal for blood and fluids to collect under the bandage

· A second and third bandage can be worn for 3 days each. If any signs of irritation from the bandage appears, discontinue use immediately and return to the standard aftercare procedure above.

· Continue to treat with lotion after completion of using the transparent bandage until the tattoo is completely healed

General Information
· Do not scratch tattoo directly if it itches.  Scratch skin around the tattoo or tap the area gently.

· DO NOT pick scabs, even if they are hanging off by a small piece (color will be pulled out or faded)

· Keep open to air or covered with clean clothing DO NOT bandage

· No direct sunlight for 30 days or until healed (whichever is longer)

· Use 30spf or higher sunblock after healed to maintain color and clarity

· Stay out of pools and salt water until healed

· Do not soak in bath until healed (showers are fine)
Even though this studio complies with Chapter 223. Body Piercing and Tattooing, it is possible to have transmission of a bloodborne disease or infection as a result of a body piercing or tattoo. It is normal to have slight redness and swelling to the area of and surrounding the tattoo or piercing for a few days.  Itching to the area may occur and is a normal part of the healing process.
Contact Just Another Hole, inc. and/or seek medical attention immediately if:

· Swelling or redness persists for more than a few days

· Swelling or redness greatly worsens during the first few days

· Redness around the tattoo spreads out or streaks from the tattoo

· Any other unusual occurrences with the tattoo site or surrounding area

· Any other signs of infection
